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Original Flags

Overview

In this project students will be put in groups (or individually) and make a flag based on one of the seven days of Patriot Week. This original flag project must also include a paragraph on the flag’s meanings and why each symbol was put on the flag. Very creative and very fun!

Objective

Students will learn about the key content of Patriot Week in a creative and unique way.

Activities and Procedures

1. Assign students to groups; assign each group (or individuals) a day of Patriot Week.
2. Distribute flag making materials.
3. Explain to students that they must flags that symbolize the themes of the day.
4. Have students create original flags, with explanations of why they chose to craft their flags as they did.
5. Display flags in classroom and around school.
6. Consider a flag contest to award the students with the best flags.
