Patriot Jeopardy

Overview

Hopefully, students in 6th through 12th grade naturally start to find a true sense of Patriotism as they get older. It can vary from wanting to find more out about politicians to reading the Constitution in their spare time.  It is very important to have them find what makes them feel inspired to be patriotic and incorporate that into your lesson.  This project is centralized around the basics of gameshow Jeopardy and having fun because Patriot Week is all about celebrating great Patriots and documents that make America great.

Objective

To help students understand the major figures and themes celebrated in Patriot Week through an engaging learning method.

Activities and Procedures
1. Review the basic themes and individuals celebrated in Patriot Week.
2. Assign each student 3 Founding Fathers/Great Patriots commemorated in Patriot Week.
3. Each student will take 3 square of construction paper, research 5 facts about each one, write & rate hardest fact (5 points) to easiest fact (1 point) on the back, glue or tape picture of person on front (DO NOT WRITE NAME OF PERSON ON FRONT, ONLY ON BACK). Later, if desired, laminate. 
4. After cards are finished collect and play a game of Who am I? and reward the student with the highest amount of points a prize (candy bar, no homework for the day, etc.)

· Pens/Markers
· Glue or Tape
· Access to the Internet or encyclopedias
